on behalf of record companies and performers. A PPL licence is required for any public performance
of sound recordings for extra curricular purposes within schools, such as school discos, keep fit classes,
music on hold etc. A licence can be obtained from PPL's agent CEFM.

A PRS for Music licence is required for any public performance of music for extra curricular purposes
within schools. A licence for schools can be obtained from PRS for Music’s agent, CEFM. Some
commercial uses of music may need to be licensed directly by PRS for Music.
