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About CCLI

CCLI was established in 1988 to provide a 
copyright solution for churches wanting to 
reproduce the words of hymns and worship 
songs for their times of worship. In 1996 CCLI 
began licensing schools to reproduce the words 
of hymns and worship songs for their times of 
collective worship. CCLI is able to offer practical 
advice and support, enabling your school to 
focus on collective worship rather than copyright 
law, whilst also ensuring that copyright owners 
are fairly rewarded for their work.

What is Copyright?

Copyright is an intellectual property right given 
to the creators of original musical, literary and 
dramatic works. Copyright in words and music 
lasts 70 years from the death of the author/
composer, after which the song becomes public 
domain and no further permission is required to 
reproduce it.

The Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988 
provides copyright owners with economic 
and moral rights in their work. This means 
they can charge anyone who wishes to copy, 
perform or record their work for any commercial 
or non-commercial use, and also protect their 
work from any offensive or unapproved changes.

Collective Worship Copyright

If you print song sheets or hymnbook supplements, 

make OHP acetates, store song lyrics on a 

computer for use with projection systems, or audio/

video record music from your times of collective 

worship, you must obtain direct permission from 

all the copyright owners. To simplify matters, 

CCLI introduced the Collective Worship Copyright 

Licence (CWCL), ensuring copyright owners are 

properly rewarded for the use of their work and 

giving schools the freedom to use songs without the 

hassle of having to contact many different copyright 

owners.   

Collective Worship Music Reproduction Licence 

(CWMRL)

www.ccli.co.uk/schools/photocopying

If you photocopy music from hymnbooks and 

worship songbooks you will probably need the 

Collective Worship Music Reproduction Licence 

(CWMRL), which is supplementary to the CWCL.  

This licence also includes the right to create 

customised musical arrangements where no 

published version is available.

Collective Worship

If your school uses hymnbooks during times 
of collective worship, then the fee for copyright 
permission has already been included in the 
purchase price of each book. Schools do enjoy 
certain educational concessions to reproduce 
the content of publications, however, these 
concessions do not include the right to 
reproduce songs for use in collective worship.

As schools continue to adopt new technology 
into their activities, many now make their own 
song sheets/service sheets or project song words 
using an OHP or computer projection system.  
However, the reproduction of song words requires 
permission from the copyright owner, who will 
usually make a charge for use in accordance 
with their rights under the law, or an appropriate 
copyright licence must be obtained (see 
Collective Worship Copyright Licence (CWCL)).

Limited Manufacture Licence (LML)

www.ccli.co.uk/schools/recording-music

If you want to record live music performances at 

special services or events for sale to the public then 

you need the Limited Manufacture Licence. The 

LML includes the complete Mechanical-Copyright 

Protection Society (MCPS) repertoire.
